Weekly Gospel Glimpse  
Come To Reconciliation 

 

We all need to be reminded of this truth, of the importance of 
repenting from our sins and reconciling ourselves with 
God. We should also pray for the many people who have 
fallen out of fellowship with our Church, who also need to be 
reconciled to it. As Catholics, we are blessed with a very clear, 
concrete way to repent, as often as we need to. It's called 
going to confession or receiving the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation. Through this sacrament, we are able to run 
back into the arms of our heavenly Father, hiding nothing, 
freely admitting our guilt and need for his forgiveness.  
Reconciliation opens our souls wide to Christ's grace. It gives 
him room to work in our lives. In confession Jesus purifies our 
hearts, heals our wounds, and enlightens our minds. 
Reconciliation gives us the assurance of God's forgiveness and 
grace that we need. Reconciliation is God's gift to us, just as 
much as the Eucharist, and Baptism, and the Church itself. He 
wants us to make use of it. He wants it to be easy for us to 
come back to him, to repent, to live all the time in communion 
with him. He wants us to hear his words of forgiveness and 
encouragement not just in our imagination, but with our ears. 
If each one of us didn't have a need for repentance, God 
wouldn't have reminded us today about how important 
repentance is. When we have sinned, the Holy Spirit gives us a 
consolation of guilt that reminds us that we have fallen short, 
sinned (literally: missed the mark). We are drawn to the 
confessional of God’s great love for us, and to Him, who is all 
loving and merciful. The voice of conscience is the voice of 
God speaking in the inner chamber of our hearts.  
Today, he is asking us to let him clear our consciences and 
sanctify our souls. Let's take this opportunity to repent, by 
turning away from our sins and selfishness and return once 
again back into His loving arms through the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation.
