February 2011 Liturgy Committee Meeting

The Liturgy Committee met on Tuesday, February 8, 6:30-7:45 p.m. Fr.  

Fred Bayler, Ronnie Rosenberg, Elizabeth Crail, and Rosalie L'Ecuyer  

attended. The meeting concentrated on the Lenten schedule and the  

adaptations needed to accommodate the work being done on the  

cathedral flooring. There is no possibility of the flooring  

installation project being postponed. It must go on as scheduled,  

approximately March 1-April 15. There are numerous regulatory  

precautions, which must be in effect when the existing tile with its  

asbestos backing is being removed.

The procedure for the flooring will go forward in sections, possibly  

a quarter of the cathedral a week at a time. The pews will be taken  

up and set to one side wherever there is enough space to pile them.  

The trained Hazardous Material (asbestos) personnel will close off  

the cathedral, pull up the old tile, and put a sealing coat on the  

exposed section on the evenings of Monday and Tuesday, possibly  

Wednesday. Then the cathedral will be opened up. The new flooring  

will be put down in that section possibly Wednesday day, definitely  

Thursday and Friday days, and the pews put back in place on the new  

flooring. The Mary Chapel will not be available in the early part of  

the week during the closed off period. There will be no Eucharistic  

Communion Services on Lenten Mondays. Cathedral daily Mass on  

Tuesdays will be in the House of Prayer at the usual time of 5:30  

p.m. Hopefully, at least three-fourths of the cathedral will be  

available for use on Ash Wednesday, Friday Stations, the April  

Reconciliation Service, the Chrism Mass, and all weekend Masses.

RCIA and RCIC events include the Rite of Sending and Rite of Election  

on the First Sunday in Lent, Scrutinies at the 9 a.m. Mass on the  

Third, Fourth, and Fifth Sundays of Lent, and reception of adult  

catechumens and candidates at the Easter Vigil and reception of two  

children candidates at the 9 a.m. Mass on Easter Sunday morning.  

Ronnie is unsure how many adult catechumens and candidates there will  

be as there are some marriage cases to be resolved before the persons  

are received into the Church.

As usual, there will be Rice Bowls and Lenten booklets as well as  

Soup and Stations the Fridays in Lent through the Fifth Friday (April  

15). Charlie is contacting parish groups to lead the Stations. The  

local priests will be meeting on February 11 to decide on the date  

for the parish Reconciliation Services. The service at Sacred Heart,  

possibly in conjunction with Immaculate Conception and St. Mark's, is  

expected to be the first or second week in April.

Fr. Fred will check into the possibility of having a choir for the  

Triduum. Holy Thursday, Good Friday (men only?), Easter Vigil. He  

will also have the staff check with the chancery about the  

possibility of moving the Catholic Home Missions collection, now  

scheduled for Easter Sunday, to another weekend. The second  

collection on Easter will go to the flooring project and there will  

also be other flooring project special collections before Easter and  

possibly after Easter until the project is paid for.

Fr. Fred will be away March 1-3 and March 10-18.
