The Liturgy Committee met on Tuesday, January 11, at 6:30 p.m. in the  

conference room.

1. Comments on Advent/Christmas season liturgies:

a. On Christmas, the assembly did not kneel during the point in the  

Creed which states "was born of the Virgin Mary and became man."

b. Next Christmas planning time, we will discuss the position of the  

Easter Candle and its being lit when there is no Baptism at the Mass.  

(Easter Candle is normally not prominent at Christmas).

c. EMs are needed for the Children's Choir, 5 p.m. The children's  

choir gradually increased in size during the Mass. Most of the choir  

were drinking almost continually from water bottles during their  

choir time, causing distractions. Next Christmas, there should be the  

same size choir throughout the Mass and as little as possible  

drinking from water bottles during the Mass.

d. There was also distraction caused by photographers  constantly  

moving around to take pictures during the Christmas play.

e. It was good to bring the children up to see the creche since the  

creche is not too visible from a distance and people seem reluctant  

to go into the sanctuary to see it. Next Christmas, we should mention  

that all are welcome to visit the creche before or after Mass.

f. We need to do more advance recruitment of families to light the  

Advent candles.

2. The committee discussed at length the problems vocalists and some  

parishioners have from the smoke during incensing by a thurifer.  

incense is necessary on special occasions. There will be an attempt  

to minimize the amount of smoke into the air.

3. Teresa Kettlekamp, USCCB person on child protection, will be in  

Fairbanks the part of the week of Sunday, February 6, beginning with  

the 9 am Sunday Mass and a presentation at Adult Ed that morning.  

There will be a special Healing Mass at ICC on Monday, February 7 at  

7 p.m. Invitations have already been sent to those who suffered  

clerical sexual abuse in Fairbanks. Ms Kettlekamp will be in Nulato  

on Tuesday through Thursday for another Healing service. There will  

be petitions for the survivors abuse in the Prayers of the Faithful  

for February 5/6. The regular Healing Mass followed by a luncheon in  

the Social Hall will take place on Saturday, February 5, at Sacred  

Heart as usual.

4. Since the 9 am Mass on February 6 will also include Blessing of  

the Throats, the Committee asks that the homily and music be  

shortened to keep within a total hour time frame and allow a full  

hour for Ms Kettlekamp's presentation at Adult Ed. No children at Ms  

Kettlekamp's presentation.

5. There needs to be another reminder about housekeeping of pews as  

people leave weekend Masses.  Trash, cereal snack packs, and outdated  

bulletins are being left in pew racks and hymnals and current  

bulletins left on pews.

6. There was a discussion on dress/clothing etiquette, especially  

wearing apparel for lay ministers (no t-shirts with abusive, violent,  

suggestive logos or words; no bare bellies, for example).

7. People handing out bulletins before Mass should stop immediately  

when Mass is about to begin.

8. A combined three Alaska dioceses meeting on English text changes  

in the Roman Missal will take place in Anchorage on March 2/3.

a. Deacon Paul Perreault will represent Sacred Heart at the March 3  

meeting. He will be requested to give a short report on the meeting  

at the March 8 liturgy committee meeting. Others may attend the March  

3 meeting but must pay their own transportation and lodging expenses.  

See Fr. Fred or Deborah before the end of January about registering  

for the meeting.

b. Deborah is setting up a schedule for lay presiders for Communion  

services, Tuesday, March 1-Thursday, March 3.

9. Per tradition, we are requesting chancery permission to celebrate  

the parish Feast of the Sacred Heart on Sunday, July 3

10. The ordination of Deacon Clint Landry to the priesthood has been  

set for Friday, June 10, 5:30 pm. Sacred Heart may (or may not) be  

assisting the chancery staff with the reception following the  

ordination. (awaiting the bishop's consent).

11. We discussed some sort of send off for the Strykers before their  

deployment, but there does not appear to be time. They leave for  

training by the end of January.
