The next meeting of the Liturgy Committee will be Tuesday, August 17, at 6:30. Although not meeting, committee members have recently been involved in planning the Corpus Christi procession at the 10 a.m. Mass on Sunday, June 6, and in distributing the special readings for the Feast of the Sacred Heart, the parish family feast day celebrated on the weekend of June 12 and 13. The bishop will commission new Stephen Ministers and re-commission continuing Stephen Ministers on Sunday, June 27, at the 10 a.m. Mass. The committee is not involved in planning the commissioning ritual.


I would like to commend the acolytes and servers for their ministry  during the Corpus Christi Mass and procession despite the rain. Father Kaspar had particularly wanted to have lots of incense at the Mass and he got it.


As of now, no special liturgical celebrations are scheduled for July and August. However, the committee encourages liturgical ministers to continue their ministry during the summer in between vacations or hosting visitors.


The committee will be watching the attendance at the 6:30 p.m. In the  past, there has been a core group who attended the 7:30 p.m. summer Mass. This spring they had indicated an interest in the Mass time remaining at 7:30 p.m. rather than changing to 6:30 p.m. The committee will note whether that core continues to attend at 6:30 and whether the time change has resulted in an overall increase or decrease in attendance. Perhaps toward the end of summer, the regulars at the 6:30 will be asked whether they prefer 6:30 or 7:30 for next summer's planning purposes.
