March 8, 2011, Liturgy Committee Meeting

The Liturgy Committee met on Tuesday, March 8, 2011, from 6:30 p.m.  

to 7:45 p.m. In attendance were Fr. Fred Bayler, Ronnie Rosenberg,  

Elizabeth Crail. Pat Schachle, Karen Martin, Lucas Clooten, and  

Rosalie L’Ecuyer. In addition, Deborah Leibee had submitted several  

very useful comments in advance. Mike Simard had spoken to Fr. Fred  

about his (Mike’s) interest in contemporary praise music.

Issues discussed at the meeting follow:

1. Cathedral flooring installation: The flooring project has not  

started because Sacred Heart has not yet received State of Alaska  

approval to begin work. Dale has been keeping in touch with the state  

OSHA/EPA office, but the required approval has not yet arrived. In  

addition, the new tile has not arrived but is expected by late next  

week. Once the state approval comes, the tile removal work will  

begin, starting with a section at the back of the cathedral and  

working toward the altar. The work will halt about two weeks before  

Easter and resume after Easter.

Later Add On: The new vinyl tile, all 4,500 pounds of it, arrived on  

Tuesday, March 15. A sample is on the floor of the Social Hall on the  

south side, near the white meeting tables.

2. English Text and Music Changes, Roman Missal: Fr. Fred attended a  

meeting in Anchorage on March 1 and 2, regarding the changes. The  

meeting focused on the reasons for the changes and gave some  

suggestions for implementation. For example, the presider will sing,  

“The Lord be with you” and the assembly will respond singing, “And  

with your spirit.” Fr. Fred had no handouts from the meeting but did  

say the new music had been authorized. The musicians, however, have  

not yet received any review copies. Lucas expressed special interest  

in Mass part changes. Ronnie said the USCCB has considerable  

information on its Facebook page. Fr. Fred plans a one-hour  

information workshop. The assembly will begin practicing some of the  

changes, probably in October. The diocese will choose one of the  

seven authorized publications of the Roman Missal for use in all  

parishes of the diocese. The chancery staff is already comparing  

Missal costs and freight. The Missal itself may not be available  

until mid-October.

Later Add On: The Diocesan Liturgy Committee met on Friday, March 11.  

The decision was to allow each parish to make its own decisions  

regarding implementation of the changes. However, there will be some  

guidelines. The diocese will send each parish a packet with three  

pamphlets, one on the history of the changes and two others.  

Education on the changes is to be based on those three pamphlets. The  

packet will also have three pew cards. Each parish chooses a pew card  

from those three choices.

The music is available. Apparently, some parishes have already  

received free CDs. The diocesan committee prefers the OCP music  

version. but, again, the choice is the parish's. Presumably, the OCP  

version will be in the next Breaking Bread. Evidently, there is some  

music which can be downloaded. The forthcoming package will contain  

the web site and music information.

3. Contemporary Praise Music (issue of Town Meeting, February 20): In  

general, the musicians should be allowed to choose the music so that  

it is liturgically appropriate and within their musical capabilities  

and the suitability of the instruments being played. They often use  

“contemporary” music, published within the last twenty years, but  

that music may not be lively “praise.” Additional musicians with  

different instruments (drums, trumpets, violins, etc), willing to  

volunteer their time, are difficult to find. The present musicians  

are doing what they can, based on their own abilities and those of  

the other musical volunteers, including vocalists, available. As for  

pew hymnals, the regular subscription for Breaking Bread will  

continue, but in the future, there may be a new Spirit-type hymnal,  

replacing one of the existing other pew hymnals. The musicians will  

review new hymnals as they appear.

4. Parish group to bring up and receive oils at Chrism Mass: The  

Confirmation class will have the privilege again this year. Another  

parish group will be selected next year.

5. Ministry sign up commitments, especially for 9 a.m. Mass: The  

ministry sign-up sheets have been posted through Easter Sunday. There  

are extra lector slots for the Vigil and extra EM slots for all the  

Easter Masses. There are also separate sign-up sheets for altar  

servers for the Friday Stations. There has been a drop off of  

ministers signing in advance. The 9 a.m. Mass traditionally has a  

dearth of ministers committing in advance. We need a reminder to  

ministers, either by e-mail or by bulletin notice.

6. Notify Deborah of events for inclusion on the master calendar of  

scheduled events: Some organizations planning an event forget to  

check with Deborah to see if the date, facility, and time desired are  

available and whether a facility use form must be filled out. Parish  

and diocesan organizations should be reminded by separate message or  

by bulletin notice.

7. Next Liturgy Meeting: none in April; updates, if necessary, to be  

distributed electronically; Next meeting to be Tuesday, May 10, 6:30  

p.m. to 8 p.m. and will cover May through September.
