Liturgy Committee Meeting

May 10, 2011

The regular monthly meeting of the Liturgy Committee took place on  

Tuesday, May 10, 2011.

Present were Fr. Fred Bayler, Ronnie Rosenberg, Pat Schachle, Karen  

Martin, Elena Sparrow, Rosalie L’Ecuyer

1. Fr. Fred gave an update of the flooring project. Dale has removed  

the tile from the whole right (tabernacle) side. He still does the  

HazMat part alone. To lay the tile, he has two helpers, one very  

experienced and fast. The side will be finished by the weekend (May  

14/15) although all the pews and kneelers may not be back in place by  

then. The goal is to have the whole project finished by Deacon Clint  

Landry’s Ordination to the priesthood on June 10.

In addition, Fr. Fred reported that on Sunday afternoon, May 8, when  

Dale was working alone on the flooring, a young man had come in an  

Airport Way door, unfortunately left unlocked after the Spanish Mass.  

Dale had left his keys at the back of the church. The young man  

snatched the keys, left, and drove away in Dale’s truck. The truck  

was later found abandoned, badly damaged although repairable. The  

young man and keys were not found. The incident at the cathedral was  

caught on the surveillance video and a copy of the video has been  

provided to the Fairbanks Police. The Police have not apprehended  

anyone as yet.

(Discussion) Sacristans will have to make sure everything is locked  

up when they leave and be careful when they unlock to enter. Staff  

alone in the building must also exercise caution.

2. The expected in-depth evaluation of Lent and Easter liturgies did  

not occur. Pat Schachle said Elizabeth Crail had done an extensive  

commentary, but no one but Pat had seen it. Ronnie mentioned that  

there had been three ministers of hosts at 9 a.m. on Easter and that  

the reception of the RCIC children at that Mass went well.

3. The group looked at the diocesan timeline for the implementation  

of the English text and music changes in the Roman Missal. The  

Liturgy Committee, including all musicians, constitutes the  

implementation team. The work of informing the parish has begun and  

will increase over the next few months.

Resource material: (New): Fr. Fred has asked Deborah to order from  

the diocese two large Roman Missals and one “chapel size” Missal for  

travel. The diocese is sending in one large Missal order, covering  

Missals for all parishes.

The group had also looked at the sample pew cards and pamphlets on  

the History of the Roman Missal, “Questions and Answers about Changes  

to the Mass,” and “Liturgical Participation of God’s People.” (New):  

Fr. Fred has asked Deborah to order the card sample preferred by the  

group and the pamphlets. The parish will need about 200 cards,  

possibly more depending on the publisher’s pack size.

The timeline for June through August recommends that the musicians  

practice the ICEL (International Committee on the English Language)  

musical chants and the new musical settings, in preparation for  

introducing them to the assembly at weekend Masses in the early fall.  

Vonnie had previously indicated interest in “The Mass of St. Paul the  

Apostle” by Christopher Walker (suitable for 5 p.m.) and in “The Mass  

of Christ the Savior” by Dan Schutte (suitable for 9 a.m.).

(New): Deborah has ordered the new sheet music from OCP but does not  

expect to receive it until the delivery of the 2012 “Breaking Bread”  

in late October or early November. Fr. Robert Fath has advised us  

that the music is available on line from the publishers and can be  

downloaded, pending arrival of the ordered sheet music. The ICEL  

chants are available on the National Pastoral Musicians Association

4. Fr. Fred endorsed Ronnie’s idea of developing Standard Operation  

Procedures for yearly special occasions (loose-leaf notebook retained  

in sacristy and an easily updatable electronic file for ministers).  

SOPs might cover Christmas, Holy Week, Paschal Triduum, First  

Communion, Confirmation, Healing Masses, etc. (evaluation of the  

recent Lent and Paschal Triduum liturgies could be useful for those  

SOPs.) Fr. Fred will discuss with the SOP concept with the staff. He  

wants the next priest at the cathedral to have SOPs of different  

types in place.

5. Rosalie suggested sacristans check the tabernacle after Mass to  

see if there are two ciboria in it. Sometimes, the ciboria are only  

half full, and reserved hosts can be combined into one ciborium.

6. The next meeting, tentatively, will be on Tuesday, September 13.  

Important items arising during the summer can be brought up via e- 

mail. Since no one knows who will be the priest at the cathedral come  

July, there is currently a sense of uncertainty and unfinished business.

Fr. Fred thanked the Committee for the work of the past year.
