We will be flexible about the various aspects regarding the the carrying of the Book of the Gospel in the entrance procession and the number of EMs necessary when a deacon is present.

3. Changes to English Text in Roman Missal. Diana Kramer reported on the consensus of the Diocesan Liturgical Commission that each parish should decide what materials to use and when to start catechesis on the changes. Fr. Fred said he would wait until after March to do anything. He expected direction from the bishop. Ronnie said the three bishops in Alaska would meet and decide for Alaskan Catholics. She thought the catechesis on changes would not start until Fall 2011 since the nationwide implementation would be the first Sunday in Advent 2011. Much of the new music is still not available.

4. New rules for EMs/sacristans. None. Diana spoke of the Spanish Mass set up and the helpfulness of the photo of the set up on the credence table. The photo does not show the set up for the paten on the gift table at the back of the cathedral.

5. Questionable teen behavior in Cry Room and in the vestibule. A sign has been posted in the Cry Room which is for parents and their small children only.

6. Housekeeping the pews at the end of Mass. There will be a request for people to check the pew as they leave and put back hymnals in the racks, pick up trash, bulletins and loose articles of clothing.

7. EM Training for Communion to the Homebound in near future; Pat Schachle will do.

8. Encouragement to parishioners who believe they are not worthy to do a ministry they are qualified and permitted to do. The committee also reviewed the flow of Communion lines. The three bishops of Alaska have asked that people receive Communion in a standing position, as a sign of unity, unless they are physically unable to do so. A few parishioners choose to kneel before the minister of the host to receive Communion.
