III. Parochial Vicar's Report -- Fr. Fred is focusing on the upcoming holy day liturgies. He also showed us a cost breakdown for the flooring

replacement project. Ann H. expressed some concern about the need for

expensive projects, such as the new floor and the handicapped access ramp, at this time when the finance council has told us that we are "in the red." Some other council members expressed similar concerns. Fr. Fred explained that periodic upkeep of the building is important, and this is an opportune time to replace the asbestos-backed tiles that are in disrepair. This led to a discussion of the need for a new cathedral or, perhaps, a "capital projects/building fund" that would help the parish prepare for that time in the future when the current cathedral structure is no longer viable. Jan F. also reported that several parishioners (especially seniors) have said the church is too cold. Fr. Fred explained that it takes a while to turn up the heat in the nave for the weekend masses, but he said he would work on it.
