·        The SJC would like to ask parishioners of Sacred Heart to donate winter coats, boots, hats, scarves, and gloves to the Teen Outreach Program and the Fairbanks Rescue Mission.  Male coats, boots, and gloves are highly needed and desired (Coat sizes S-XXXL for the Rescue Mission and L-XL for the Teen Outreach program).

·        Jim would like to ask the Knight of Columbus to help with the winter coats for the Teen Outreach Program by donating funds.

·        The SJC would like to appeal to the Parrish for donations in the Bulletins, SHC website, make fliers, and to ask Fr. Fred to announce it at the pulpit after mass.
