Meeting Minutes

October 11, 2010

v Meeting was called to order at 5:15 p.m.
v Percy prayed the opening invocation.

v Jim moved to adopt the agenda and Charella second it.

v Old Business:
v The SJC discussed the new theme for the Poster Contest.  The theme this year is “When did we see you, Lord”.  The prizes this year, for the Poster Contest, will be age appropriate Bibles instead of money.
v Mary volunteered to make the Poster Contest fliers.  Amy volunteered to distribute the fliers to the teachers and children with bullet points for the rules specifying individual posters instead of class project and incorporating 1 of the 3 prayers (Hail Mary, Our Father, or Glory Be) into the poster .
v The SJC would like to discuss and coordinate with Gigi a deadline for the Poster Contest and to ask would it be better to incorporate one of the 3 prayers into the poster.
v The SJC would like the deadline for the Poster Contest to be before Thanksgiving, if possible.
v Amy suggested asking Gigi if the SJC could help assist the children who are not understanding and falling behind in their prayer lessons (of Hail Mary, Our Father, and Glory Be).

v The Food Boxes need volunteers and help in expediting the food from ICC to the food kitchen.  The good Fr. expressed concern about possible food spoiling and liability.

v New Business:
v The All Saints Day (Halloween) party will be held on Saturday, October 30, 2010, after Mass in the Social Hall. There will be games, contests, food, and prizes.  Amy volunteered to provide the food.  Prizes for the All Saints Day games will be trinket type toys, stuff animals, and candy.  Dressing up for the All Saints Day party will be optional (and fun).
v The Parish Council has been discussing a way to survey the needs in our parish and setting up a network of people to receive and fulfill those needs.    Improving communication within our parish and building a network between all the committees, ministries, and parishioners would be helpful.
v New Idea:  Monthly Potluck or Soup drive with a theme for the whole parish to gather information on the needs of the parish and its parishioners.
v Mary brought to our attention that the ICC is looking for volunteers to help teach street people about the Rosary on Saturdays.  For more information please contact Mary.
